For supported screening (with traffic light rubric)

Practitioner note:

Kids’ DOOR 1 is designed for children 6 years and over as a tool to help them tell their story about risk and safety. Whether
completed by the app or by paper, this screen should be facilitated by a practitioner at minimum to establish if the child can (and
prefers) to self-complete or needs help. Either way, the practitioner should remain nearby and available throughout the screening
process, and ready to elaborate with DOOR 2 questions. The Kids’ DOORS Handbook has further details.

“These are some questions that we talk about with every child and young person. They help you talk with me about your happiness
and safety. Some things will be true for you, and some won’t be. Everyone is different. I'd like you to answer what is true for you.

I will keep your answers private, except for two things: First, you might want to share things with Mum, Dad, or someone else because
that would be helpful to everyone; and second, there might be things | need to share with other people in order to keep people safe.
